Faith Not Fear - October 17, 2011

The news seems to be full of fear these days. The stock market goes up and down, and people get scared by the
sudden drops. The news from European countries about their economy sets off a wave of fear around the world.
The unemployment rate here in the U.S. remains high, and there is fear about how high it will go or how long it will
remain high. Even local churches get scared about whether they will meet their 2011 budgets, and so it is difficult
to plan ahead for 2012.

Fear seems to be running amok in our nation, among our people, and in too many of our churches.

Fear is the opposite of faith. (Doubt is not the opposite of faith, and in fact doubt is often the doorway to faith as
we explore tough questions, maybe even argue with God, and then find new faith). But fear is the opposite of faith,
because when we are afraid we withdraw from God, from friends, and from our own sense of confidence. Fear is
the opposite of faith.

It strikes me as significant that the Gospels are filled wilfh t
angels announcing the birth of Christ, from Jesus during his earthly ministry, and from the Risen Christ after East-

er. Why so many messages about fear? | believe it is because fear is the opposite of faith, and when we fall into

fear it is difficult for us to live by faith and trust in God.

So | am making the following prayerful resolution:
I choose not to live in fear.
I know that there are scary things in life, but | choose not to live in fear.
